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1. Introduction

1.1. NuPNET in brief 

Europe currently operates a complementary set of facilities for nuclear structure and hadron physics, which have been networked by two Integrated Infrastructure Initiatives (I3’s) funded in FP6 and are now networked by two Integrating Activities (IA’s) funded in FP7. These are operated mainly by national laboratories through funding agencies and/or universities and over the next decade a number of these will see major upgrades. Also new infrastructures will be built. Within Europe the challenge is to streamline the national programmes in Nuclear Physics in order to create a stronger and more cohesive research activity which is truly European in scope. To achieve this, two conditions are required: 
Firstly, an independent assessment must be made of the field, highlighting the growth areas and identifying the key technical and instrument developments that are required to address these. Europe is fortunate that the first of these conditions is already covered. NuPECC (Nuclear Physics European Collaboration Committee), an Expert Committee of the ESF (European Science Foundation), plays a crucial role in providing independent views on the direction of nuclear physics within Europe, in the form of periodic Forward Looks (Long-Range Plans). 
Secondly, the current funding procedures, where groups are funded by separate national funding agencies that reflect national priorities, have to be given a strategic direction to help align some of the national decisions to the common goals. 
What is required now is that Europe puts in place a mechanism to meet this second condition, the effective co-ordination of national funding procedures to meet the common agreed priorities on infrastructure and R&D investment. The aim of NuPNET is to enable the national funding agencies to come together to find ways to pool resources for the projects (new facilities or instrumentation) to which each country intends to participate.
The NuPNET Consortium has decided to open a first common call as a pilot action and first step towards this goal.

1.2. NuPNET Consortium

The NuPNET Consortium consists of 18 national agencies or institutions from 14 EU member states and thus represents the majority of European nuclear science.
The Consortium is co-ordinated by the French Centre National de la Recherche Scientifique - Institut National de Physique Nucléaire et de Physique des Particules (CNRS/IN2P3) and involves both the policymakers level, owning the programmes, as well as the agencies managing the programmes. Having these two types of partners on board is an essential asset for the effectiveness of the Consortium and its capability to make decisions.

2. Aims and Scope of the Call

2.1. Call topics

- Large-area diamond detectors for beam monitoring or timing

· Targeted action on nuclear structure and reactions theory (Topic 3)

3. Eligibility of funding recipients and composition of project teams, Funding Model and Duration of Projects  

Prospective applicants should refer to section 2.2 of this document to ascertain if their national funding agency is participating in the call topic of interest to the applicant. Applicants must belong to eligible organisations/entities legally established in the Partner countries funding the call and must perform their planned activities within such organisations.

Applicants for funding must form project consortia in which a minimum of three members from a minimum of three participating countries will participate. One proposal partner acts as the co-ordinator who must be one of the Joint Activity Co-ordinators. The co-ordinator handles the submission of proposals and is the central point of contact for the NuPNET Common Call Secretariat (CCS).

The eligibility of the afore-mentioned entities, together with details of eligible costs (personnel, consumables, travel money, investments etc.) are subject to the individual administrative and legal requirements of each funding organisation and may therefore vary. For national eligibility criteria, see section 7 and contact your respective funding organisation.

NuPNET employs a “virtual common pot” model, i.e. while applications of a joint activity are submitted jointly by the consortium, the individual project partners will be solely funded by the respective national funding organisation (see section 2.2).
The proposals must fulfil the following criteria:
1. The consortium must be composed of at least 3 partners from at least 3 different participating countries.
2. Project duration: The projects should last up to 3 years.

4.2. Evaluation of Proposals

The evaluators will score the proposals in the areas presented below, each of which has a weighting (in brackets) to highlight its overall importance.  In line with the main goals of the NuPNET project, of greatest importance for each project will be scientific excellence on an international scale, and transnational co-operation and/or collaboration.
1) Scientific merit (5)
2) Strategic fit to call (5)
3) International competitiveness (5)
4) Added value through transnational co-operation (5)
5) Track record of the collaboration members (4)
6) Technical readiness (4)
7) Quality of project management (4)
Each criterion will be scored according to the following scheme (to which the weights will be applied afterwards):
· 4: Excellent
· 3: Good
· 2: Fair
· 1: Poor
Thresholds will be applied to all criteria. The threshold for each individual criterion is 3 (Good).
4.3. Funding Decision

The Peer Review Panel (PRP) will compile a ranking list of the proposals and funding recommendations. Based on this list, the NuPNET Common Call Secretariat (CCS) will propose projects to be funded to the national funding organisations. Final decisions will be made at the national level. Applicants will be informed about the result of the evaluation and the final funding decision. 
4.4. National Implementation

Each project partner submits the required forms to the respective funding organisation via the Local Contact Point. The final funding decision remains with the national funding organisation. National funding should start at the same point in time, with at most a few weeks difference, to ensure that the collaborative research can be conducted as planned. 
4.5. Consortium Agreement

A formal consortium agreement has to be compiled and signed by all project partners prior to project start, i.e. before any advance payment is issued by the national funding organisation to the applicants. 5. Reporting Requirements

The co-ordinators of all the funded projects must submit a mid-term and final scientific project report (in English) to the NuPNET Common Call Secretariat (CCS) together with summary reports from each participant. In accordance with specific national regulations, each participant should also submit periodical financial and scientific reports and a final report to its national funding agency. Any publications resulting from the funded projects must acknowledge the national funding agencies and the ERA-NET NuPNET, and one copy must be sent electronically to the NuPNET Common Call Secretariat (CCS).

· 150.000 € per project in case of “R&D on new detector technologies for nuclear physics (Topic 1)” projects.

· 50.000 € per project in case of “Targeted action on nuclear structure and reactions theory (Topic 3)” projects.

In general the following regulation applies:
· Once the transnational evaluation procedure has been completed and the researchers involved have been notified, the Spanish applicants who are offered funding will be invited to formally apply to the 2011 call of the “Programa Nacional de Internacionalización de la I+D” that will be implemented by the “Dirección General de Cooperación Internacional y Relaciones Institucionales-MICINN”.
· The Spanish partners awarded in this call should submit an annual interim report in accordance with the regulations established in the corresponding national call.
