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Status on the NuPNET Call

Follow-up of the NuPNET Call is done by the members of the NuPNET Common Call Secretariat, led by José Benlliure, leader of WP4 “Launching joint activities”, under the overall co-ordination of CNRS/IN2P3.
-> Evaluation of submitted proposals / for recall

The deadline for submitting proposals during the run of this first NuPNET Common Call for transnational activities ended on 22 April 2011. By this time, 16 proposals have been received.

Upon examination, they have all been considered eligible and the evaluation procedure was launched for each of these 16 proposals. This evaluation period lasted till 30 June 2011. The details of this evaluation procedure are described on the official NuPNET website:

-> Ranking and funding of proposals / for information

After the evaluation procedure, the members of the NuPNET Peer Review Panel met to rank the evaluated proposals and give recommendations on project funding. This meeting took place on 12 July 2011 at GSI (Darmstadt, DE).

On the following day (13 July 2011), the members of the participating funding agencies met to discuss these recommendations. At the end of this meeting, they formally and conditionally agreed to fund and launch a selection of proposals.
For the time being, the concerned funding agencies are deciding on those proposals that they will indeed fund and on the amount of their contribution.
